Store at moderate temperatures. Product will stiffen at low temperatures.

APPLICATION INFORMATION

Yield

For putty facing, coverage will be between 3 and 5 metres per kg depend-
ing on rebate dimensions and frame type.

Ambient Air Temperature

5°Cto 30°C.

Curing Time
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Overpaint when skin has formed, between 7 and 28 days after glazing.



Skin Time

Skin forms after approximately 2 - 4 days outdoors, dependent on ambient

temperature and humidity.

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
SUBSTRATE PREPARATION

All surfaces must be clean, dry and free from dust,
grease and other contamination.

PRIMING

All timber frames must be sealed either with an oil
based primer or with two coats of timber sealer prior
to glazing.

Painted steel frames may be glazed without any fur-
ther preparation. Galvanised frames must be passiv-
ated or allowed to weather naturally prior to glazing.
Check that suitable primers (Calcium plumbate, zinc
chromate) have hardened sufficiently by gently wiping
with white spirits.

APPLICATION METHOD / TOOLS

GLAZING

Work putty in hands before use. Ensure rebates are
dirt free and prepared as detailed above. Apply putty
to rebate, bed in glass and secure with non rusting
pins (wooden rebates) or spring clips (metal frames).
Apply putty to front face of glass and smooth to a tri-
angular fillet with a putty knife.

OVERPAINTING

Product must be fully protected with an undercoat and
top coat after a surface skin has formed; i.e. after sev-
en, but no later than 30 days after glazing. Allow un-
dercoat to dry before applying gloss. Overpainting be-
fore a skin has formed may result in bubbling and blis-
tering of the paint film coupled with oil seepage. Over-
painting after 30 days may result in cracking and a loss
of adhesion. Varnish and preservative (microporous)
stains should not be used as they do not afford ad-
equate protection.

MAINTENANCE

Maintenance is essential for long term performance of
the putty. Make good any defects /damages with fresh
putty. When painting/repainting, ensure the paint seal
overlaps the join between the putty and the glass and
that the frame is well maintained.

LIMITATIONS

Unsuitable for plastic frames, heat absorbing glass,
double glazing or frames treated with decorative mi-
croporous stains.

Always mix contents of pack thoroughly to blend in
any surface oil.

Do not overpaint until a surface skin has formed (min-
imum 7 days, maximum 30 days).

Do not apply below 4°C.
